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The New York State Department of Health will be transitioning to 
ICD-10 diagnosis and procedures codes for providers and payers 
covered by the Health Insurance Portability and accountability Act 
(HIPAA) on October 1, 2015. The transition to ICD-10 will not 
impact CPT codes.
