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Medicaid Pharmacy Prior Authorization Programs Update

On April 27, 2017, the New York State Medicaid Drug Utilization Review (DUR) Board
recommended changes to the Medicaid pharmacy prior authorization programs. The
Commissioner of Health has reviewed the recommendations of the Board and has approved
changes to the Preferred Drug Program (PDP) within the fee-for-service (FFS) pharmacy
program. Effective June 22, 2017, prior authorization (PA) requirements will change for some
drugs in the following PDP classes:

e Opioids Long Acting Agonists)
e Angiotensin Converting Enzyme e Sodium Glucose Co-Transporter 2
Inhibitors (ACEISs) (SGLT2) Inhibitors
e HMG-CoA Reductase Inhibitors ¢ Anticoagulants - Oral
(Statins) e Platelet Inhibitors
e Anticonvulsants - Second Generation e Epinephrine, Self-injected
e Antipsychotics - Second Generation e Non-Steroidal Anti-Inflammatory Drugs
e Central Nervous System (CNS) (NSAIDs) - Ophthalmics
Stimulants ¢ Anticholinergics/COPD Agents
e Multiple Sclerosis Agents e Corticosteroids/Beta-2 Adrenergic
e Anti-Fungals - Topical Agent (Long Acting) Combinations -
e Anti-Infectives - Topical Inhaled
e Glucagon-like Peptide-1 (GLP-1 e Corticosteroids - Intranasal

Please note that PA requirements are not dependent on the date a prescription is written. New
prescriptions and refills on existing prescriptions require PA even if the prescription was written
before the date the drug was determined to require PA.

The
clinical call center is available 24 hours per day, 7 days per week with pharmacy technicians
and pharmacists who will work with you, or your agent, to quickly obtain a PA.
